Case Supportt In Janu-
ary, AAUW accepted its
first case outside of aca-
demia. AAUW will sign
at least one amicus brief
in support of the plaintiffs in the Dukes v. WaMart
lawsuit. Oral arguments will begin March 29 to decide if
female employees can file claims as a class. If approved,
it will become the largest civil rights class action in U.S.
history, including as many as 1.5 million women claiming
back pay.
