Public Policy Update 
By Jill Blaemers, Public Policy Chair                              

 
      San Diego Branch members 
are well aware that AAUW has 

been a leader in advocacy efforts promoting 
and strengthening science, technology, engi-
neering, and mathematics education, especially 
for girls and other underrepresented popula-
tions.   
      I am disappointed to report that in May, the 
House failed (261-148) to reach the two-thirds 
majority required to pass the America       
COMPETES Reauthorization Act (H.R. 5325) to 
authorize science and technology research pro-
grams for three years and support education 
and training in science, technology, engineer-
ing, and math.  Though the COMPETES Act was 
approved by both Democrats and Republicans 
in Committee, criticism by Republican opposi-
tion led the House Democratic leadership to 
pull the bill from the floor. 
      Let your representatives know that their 
failure to reach consensus on moving this bill 
forward is unacceptable. They need to know 
that their constituents consider STEM research 
and education as critical for the future of our 
nation. 
      AAUW has also issued an action alert for 
members to advocate members of Congress to 
repeal the "Don't Ask, Don't Tell" policy. There 
are currently several pieces of legislation aimed 
at achieving this objective under discussion, 
and the final approach is yet unclear. The point 
we need to make to our representatives is that, 
whichever legislative avenue is ultimately pur-
sued, it is past time to get this done! 
      For further information on these and other 
AAUW Public Policy initiatives, stay tuned to 
the AAUW Action Network (http://
www.aauw.org/advocacy/issue_advocacy/
index.cfm!  Many issues important to women 
and girls are at the forefront of current political 
debate and it is as critical as ever that we com-
municate our concerns and principles to our 
representatives.

         AAUW signed an amicus brief for Christian Legal Society 
v. Martinez, and the case was argued before the U.S. Su-
preme Court on April 19.  

        The court will decide whether or not the University of 
California Hastings College of Law may deny school funding to 
a religious student organization because the group requires 
its officers and voting members to agree with its religious 
viewpoints. Gay and lesbian students were specifically barred 
from the group.  

        AAUW joins other amicus signers, including the Anti-
Defamation League, in supporting the school, the separation 
of church and state, and religious liberty.
